· professional vocabulary and tone.

Please follow this sample:

-Identify the first accomplishment – academic or professional – that you are most proud of.

-Example: I’m most proud of the PSA I wrote and narrated that aired on 89.1 WYBF-FM.

-Example: To narrate the PSA, I needed effective oral communication skills.

-How might this skill benefit a potential employer?

-Example: I hope to become an attorney. The ability to speak clearly, briefly, yet with sincere emotion is a skill that I can use to communicate effectively with clients by phone or in person.
